Spring and Growing. 

This month we are learning about spring and growing. We will be planting different types of 

seeds and caring for them as they grow. We will be observing signs of spring in our 

environment and talking about the changes in weather and outdoors which come with 

springtime and new growth. 



We will be focusing on the colours green and purple and learning about triangle shapes. 

We'll plant sunflowers/potatoes/bean plants/peas/chives/spring 

onions/tomatoes/cress/grassheads, begonias, make bottle feeders. 

We'll talk about the passing of time in relation to the growth of our sunflowers. When it 

grows as tall as your finger you can take it home and plant it in your garden. It will grow as 

tall as mummy/daddy/grown ups by the time you are leaving Nursery School. It will get taller 

and taller then grow a beautiful flower head which will form seeds and then, when the seeds 

are ready to come out, it will be time to go to Big School.
