We shall be talking about and observing the various types of weather in winter, 

including ice, fog, snow, frost, wind etc.  We will be exploring concepts such as freezing, 

precipitation, melting, flooding and investigating wind forces. We will even be making a 

wind tunnel! The children will also be encouraged to think about birds that visit the 

garden and how we can help them during the winter. 

P.S. if anyone could help us to fix up our wind tunnel it would be greatly appreciated. The 

wooden frame is intact but the large perspex sheet needs to be replaced, curved and re 

affixed to the frame.
